ïAdults: 2 NRTI plus 1 NNRTI 1st line                                                     
2 NRTI plus bPI 2nd line (LPV/r)

ïChildren <3 years of age: 2 NRTI plus bPI (LPV/r)

ÅConsequences of boosted PIôs

ïHighly effective, broad cell / compartment penetration

ïLarge fitness cost of mutations ïhigh genetic barrier to 
resistance

ïHigher toxicities and poorly misunderstood consequences of 
long term usage

ïIncreased cost

ïComplicated regimens and dosing, poor palatability of liquid 
formulation

ïHigher VL

ïFormulation dosing limitations

ÅResistance to Kaletra not extensively investigated but 
appears at low levels:

ïPI mutations rare in adults (Bartlett et al JAIDS 2006; Gupta et 
al CID 2008, Monark, Sokrates I/II)

ïRare in older children (Saez-Llorens PID 2003, Delaugerre 
JAIDS 2004)

ïDetected in infants with previous exposure (Persaud 2007)
